Our area, known as the Central Rockies, connects
the northern ranges in Canada with the northern
ranges in the States.  This important corridor is
criss-crossed with transportation routes and
shrinking under the threat of development.  Buffer
zones will help protect species and habitat, and they
fit into the larger picture called the “Yellowstone to
Yukon” Initiative (check out www.y2y.net), whose
ultimate goal is to preserve the corridors and allow
this ancient north/south movement of species to

ALPHA FEMALE, Bow Valley Pack, 2003-2008 

On August 25th, Delinda was killed by a vehicle on
the Trans-Canada highway, after slipping through a
hole in the fence.  A few days after her death, her son
was killed in the same way.  The pack now has 8
members:  her mate Nanuk, the Alpha male, 5
yearling pups from last year, and 2 surviving pups
born this spring, hopefully old enough at this point to
be raised by the pack. 

Some wolf packs may never recover from the loss of
an Alpha.  Without the leadership and direction of
older wolves, young wolves do not learn how to hunt
ungulates and have more problems recognizing and
avoiding trouble.

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Our three-year struggle to amend Section 78 of BC's
Wildlife Act, which would legalize Karelian Bear
Shepherding in BC, is in its "home stretch". Once again
petitions, letters, and even a Facebook group, have been
signed and joined by a variety of folks from around the
world who are passionate about keeping our wildlife wild.

Through the summer, we have collected over 600
signatures from BC residents and over 3,000 from non-
residents... while our Facebook group has over 100
members so far. The online petition has been getting some
great comments such as this one: "Legalizing bear
shepherding in B.C. should have happened years ago! The
government needs to move on this immediately!! The
wildlife problem (?) is caused by careless humans. We
need to preserve our wonderful wildlife in beautiful British
Columbia as well as in all parts of the world, after all, we
wilderness in Banff National Park.  It is her image that
gazes at you from the Banff transit buses.  Hopefully,
her death will move people to recognize that wolves in
the Central Rocky Mountains of Canada need better
protection.
